2010 Vintage Report 2010 will go down as a year of quality over quantity. Great 
for the winemaking team. Not so great for the Sales and Marketing team. Our Hunter Valley 
Vineyards are down about 30% and we were able to take advantage of an early season before 
the challenging weather in late Feb/early March. We had excellent growing conditions during 
summer, but mild temperatures during budburst kept the yields low. The good news from 
John at the winery is that the reds and whites are looking great! 2010 for the Orange Region 
again sees yields down by about 15-20%.  As before the consistency of our vineyards has been 
very encouraging and the Reds in particular are looking great. Something to look forward to 
when they are released over the next 18 months.
